As a prerequisite to breeding all dogs have been x-rayed for hip-dysplasia and were found to have a normal rating through the Orthopedic Foundation for Animals (OFA) and have been examined by a board certified ophthalmologist at age 8 weeks and yearly thereafter and registered with Canine Eye Registration Foundation (CERF) for normal vision.  All breeding stock is AKC registered and has obtained Championship certificates from conformation showing through AKC events.  Chivalry English Springer Spaniels offers guarantees on puppies for the above health problems.  Chivalry English Springer Spaniels sells puppies to private homes and are not for re-sale or transfer to other parties.  Puppies deemed pet quality are sold with spay/neuter contracts for $2000.  Puppies deemed show/breeding quality are sold to experienced springer enthusiasts with co-ownership contracts for $2500. Now for a little about how I place my puppies:  All puppies are temperament tested at 7 weeks using a standardized puppy aptitude test.  It measures things such as who is the most outgoing puppy, and who is the most laid back.  This helps me determine their placements.  My most outgoing puppies will be placed with my most active families, performance homes, etc.  My laid back puppies are placed accordingly with families whose personality matches that of the puppies.  I have used this method of placement for several years now with great success.  No one knows these puppies or their temperaments better than I do.  I do keep your sex/color preferences in mind, but most importantly to me, you will be matched with a puppy that best suits your lifestyle.  All puppies are examined by an ophthalmologist at 8 weeks of age, all have health checks and their 1st set of shots at 8 weeks and are placed no earlier than 9 weeks.  Also you might consider adopting an older puppy or retired Champion, occasionally I place dogs whose show career is finished and who are well-socialized, healthy adults in selective homes.
